How to Guide: Allocating a Service Provider 

 
 

 

Service providers, where applicable, can be allocated to a flock allowing them to access results, 
create catalogues and run MateSel for a flock.  

NOTE: this how to guide is assuming that you have a search site account already registered and linked to your 
flock code. If you don’t, please refer to our How to Guide on creating and linking accounts. 

You can tell if your account is linked to your flock/s when you log in and see the box below filled with 
your correct details. Additionally, you can see which Service Providers are currently allocated to your 
flock.
